And Jesus said to her, "Woman, what 
does that have to do with us? My hour has not yet come." His 
mother said to the servants, "Whatever He says to you, do it." 
 
The greatest example of respect for a Mom is from Jesus

Mary told Jesus they were out of wine at the wedding. He ex-
plained that it was not yet time for Him to reveal Himself as 
the Son of God- or to do any miracles.
